WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-7 was adopted by the Local Finance Board on February 11, 1997, and

Mayor asks if anyone would like to be heard?

Leo Fink asked why when a house is demolished they no longer pay any water/sewer charge?  Mayor said he will look into ordinance.  Discussion followed as to possible scenarios and ways to charge a minimum fee towards the infrastructure.
Marie Kenny – update on pool, are fees being increased and/or membership being opened up to sponsored non-residents.  Comm. Gorman said we will get something done for this summer.
Marie Kenny – asked about shared services.  I got the impression from the information I was given that we did not need to upgrade our equipment if we did not merge dispatch services.  I see that there is $45,000 in the budget for police equipment.  Comm. Gorman said that it is for computer software.

Marie Kenny – isn’t that upgrading the equipment?  Comm. Gorman – it’s not just for dispatching, it’s for data management of police records.

Marie – would that expense be covered under the grant had we went with the shared services?  Comm. Gorman – possibly a portion of it.

Marie- from an equipment standpoint, we would have benefited from the grant.  We would not have to use taxpayer money.  Comm. Gorman – potentially.

Marie – the public did not get the facts on this and that’s what is causing the confusion within the community.  What I was told months ago, now that I look at the budget, that doesn’t seem to jive.
Mayor – in terms of the equipment or software.

Marie – that’s right.  Isn’t the money put aside from last year that was earmarked for police equipment.

Mr. Gallagher – yes.  There was $35,000 to get the program started if we got the grant.  We have since spent $9,000+ towards the new console so we have approximately 25,000 left.

Marie – so in addition to the $45,000 we could have saved this $25,000 is in addition.  So we could have saved $70,000?

Comm. Gorman – that was already budgeted.

Marie – so we could have used grant money for the entire amount.

Mr. Gallagher – potentially, but we didn’t apply for the shared services grant.
